Tauranga Inline Hockey Club Inc. Rules
Team to consist of a minimum of 6 and a maximum of 11 players, with any 4 players on the floor at one time. Games consist of three (3) ten (10) minute periods with a one (1) minute break in between. At least one coach/ manager must be on the bench at all times, maximum two. A team must have at least 5 players at the start of a game or the game is forfeited. Players need to arrive at least 30 minutes before their scheduled game starts.

Player behavior on and off the rink is the responsibility of the players and their parents/guardians/coaches etc. Players will not be permitted to loiter around the outside of the MAC. (This includes skating in the car park area) Unruly behavior (at the discretion of the Organizers) shall result in player, team official and/or team disqualification without exception. 

Games will be played in accordance with the NZIHA rule book (a summary is listed below).

· Offside:  Players may not pass the puck across the centre line.

· Powerplay Offside: If a team has a player advantage and the puck leaves the attacking zone, that team must clear the zone before the puck re-enters the attacking zone.

· Icing: Shooting the puck over 2 red lines will result in a stoppage in play.  Icing rule does not apply when a team is short handed. The referee can waive icing if the other team intentionally does not play the puck.

· Slapshots: Sticks must stay below waist height when shooting the puck. 

· Players may slap the puck with their hands. Players cannot hand pass the puck to a team mate in their attacking zone. 

· Kicking the puck is permitted in all zones; however a goal cannot be scored from the kick of an attacking player.

Penalties shall be imposed at the referee’s discretion for the following:

Boarding/ Body Checking- intentional contact with an opposing player which results in the player being knocked to the floor or into the boards.

Charging- running at, jumping at or charging an opposing player.

Cross Checking- stick foul- A two-handed blow delivered with both hands on the stick.

Elbowing/ Kneeing- using elbows or knees to foul an opponent.

Tripping- tripping an opposing player with the stick, hand, elbow, knee or foot.

Slashing- stick foul- Striking an opposing player with the stick.

Hooking- stick foul- Impede an opposing player’s progress by hooking with the stick.

Holding- A player who holds with the hands, legs, feet, stick or in any other way or a player who holds an opponents stick with his hands or in any other manner.

Interference- impeding an opposing player’s momentum when they are not playing the puck.

High sticks- Penalties shall be imposed for carrying the stick above normal shoulder height.

Too many Players on rink- Players may be substituted at any time from the player’s bench provided that the players leaving the floor are within 3 metres of the player’s bench and are not involved in the play before the substitution comes onto the floor.

Broken stick: If a players stick breaks while on the rink the player MUST drop his stick.  ONLY a referee may pick up/remove a broken stick from the playing surface after the whistle has gone and play has stopped. 
Unsportmanlike Conduct- Any behavior deemed unsportsmanlike by the referee from a player or official shall result in a penalty.

Delay of game – Any player intentionally delaying the game by shooting the puck out of bounds or covering the puck shall be given a penalty.

Stick throwing - Throwing the stick during the game or any part thereof is prohibited.
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
